Georgia Team Members, Parents, and High School Coaches,


This letter is to inform you of the purpose of the Georgia National Tournament teams and expectations of the selected team members.  The purpose of these teams is to safely bring a skillful, talented, and competitive team to the US Lacrosse Women’s National Tournament and provide each player with national competition, experience, and exposure to college scouts.  
Each player selected to the teams will compete in each game.  This should allow each player to be seen by college coaches that attend our games.  An effort will be made by the coaches to make sure the playing time for each athlete is maximized but it is almost impossible to insure equal playing time for each girl in each game.  Each player will be placed in a position that will best suit the team in each game.  Therefore, each player may not play 100% of the time in their preferred position.  If this occurs, it will provide a learning experience to each player in becoming more versatile and therefore enhancing their lacrosse skills.

In regards to expectations, each team member is to display responsibility, honesty, reliability, and sportsmanship.  Remember that as a player on one of the Georgia National Tournament teams you represent all players from the state of Georgia.  We expect nothing but the best on and off the field from our representatives.  Supervision of each 20 member team will be maintained by at least two adults.  We politely ask that parents and players do not question the substitution patterns of the coaching staff.  Their decisions will be final, and they will have the best interests of the team in mind.  
All of our coaches and staff are volunteers.  They are not paid by US Lacrosse or our local chapter to coach these teams.  They will do everything possible to treat each girl on the team fairly.  Please do not openly question their decisions during the games.  We are fortunate to have experienced coaches, and we know they will do a great job while they are there.
Each team member will be required to completely follow all team rules over the course of the pre-tournament practices and during the weekend of the tournament.  They will be required to meet at all designated times and not leave the hotel, fields, and/or any other destination without permission or supervision of the coaches and/or coordinator.  If any player fails to follow the previously stated items or breaks any other team rules, she risks the possibility of no longer being a member of one of the Georgia teams.  Severe discipline problems (e.g. use of alcohol or drugs, leaving the hotel without permission from the coaches, etc.) could result in the player being sent back to Atlanta immediately at the parents’ expense.
